The year is 1973, and Radio-Québec has been in operation for five years, but it has only been broadcasting on cable for six months. It has
limited programming and viewership. Nevertheless, Radio-Québec’s directors have big ambitions: they want to turn Radio-Québec into both
an educational and a popular television network. This somewhat satirical documentary shows the contradictory views of the network’s
directors on its evolution and programming.
