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DESCRIPTION
A shadow falls mutely across the face of a child. Their eyes slowly open and close. To record a face is to record the surface,
the grain of the skin, the image become tactile. A gaze is just a gaze. Time that is slow and questioning. One is invited to
take the time to appropriate a dream as an image of remembrance. The constant devolution of surface towards the interior
suggests the question : does a portrait require immobility?
