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DESCRIPTION

The videotape Emission found its origin in three performances which the author wrote between 1988 and 1991. In their
original form, the performances dealt with sex, romance and communications technologies. The videotape explores the
regression of the individual to his most primitive instincts, particularly when faced with difficulties of language and
communication with others. Torn between the desire for a more direct contact and a more sophisticated relationship, the
experience is decoded differently by each individual. Ultimately, and with much perseverance, is the hope that one can "keep
talking" and therefore remain human.
